Speech at Hahnemann’s Grave – World Homeopathy Day in Paris

As we stand here, let us make a promise—not just to Hahnemann, but to ourselves, to our patients, and to future generations. No matter the challenges we face, no matter the struggles ahead, we will keep this flame alive. We will nurture homeopathy as one nurtures a garden, knowing that even the harshest winters will always be followed by spring.
